Mathematics

In maths this half term we will consolidate our learning by using addition and subtraction in different contexts. We will be learning about different measures including length, mass and capacity. We will continue work on the four operations, with a focus on multiplication and division. Class learning will be supported by maths homework every alternate week. Please encourage your child to complete their homework.





Please encourage multiplication as much as possible. Children need to know their 2, 5 and 10 times tables and we would like them to learn the 3, 4 and 8 times tables this year.





Telling the time is a key skill for children and we would appreciate if you could use opportunities to discuss the time and ask children to tell the time in everyday situations. This includes telling the time from analogue clocks using Roman numerals and 12-hour and 24-hour clocks. 





My maths homework will be set every week.

















We will be focusing on writing fiction this half-term. This will involve character descriptions, setting descriptions and writing an additional chapter for our focus text ‘The Wonderling’. You will receive the chapters that we have focused on in English to read at home too.
