In maths this half term we will continue using addition and subtraction in different contexts, you could practise your addition and subtraction skills at home. We will also learn how to add and subtract fractions with the same denominators; we will solve fraction problems. You could have a go at the fractions work on the My Maths website. We will also continue work on the four operations, with a focus on multiplication and division, so you need to keep practising your times tables ready for Times Tables Olympics on a Friday.
